BJP submitted two dozens rotten foodgrain samples to Human Rights Commission

Two dozens sample of rotten foodgrain collected from various FCI godowns throughout the country submitted to THE National Human Rights Commission today by Bharatiya Janata Party.   This is to support the Petition of BJP, National Secretary, Dr. Kirit Somaiya, which is already admitted by the Commission.    BJP charged that the horribly infected rotten foodgrain are distributed under PDS, Antyodaya, Annapurna Schemes by FCI, Government of India.  Along with the petitioner Dr. Kirit Somaiya, Shri Mukhtar Avvas Nazbi, MP; Shri Parakash Javdekar, MP and Shri J N Nadda, BJP General Secretary today met with the officials of National Human Rights Commission in Delhi.
 BJP has requested for –
i) Directives to FCI, Government of India for compulsory laboratory testing of all foodgrains lying in FCI godowns.

ii) 180 lakhs tonnes foodgrain lying in open - A special team of the Commission to visit these open warehouses. 

iii) Directives asking FCI to stop mixing rotten foodgrain with good foodgrain. 

BJP visited following FCI godowns-
i) Rajasthan – Udaipur, Jaipur, Chittorgarh, Sikar.

ii) Uttar Pradesh – Kanpur, Lucknow, Shahjahanpur

iii) Haryana – Bani, Bhagola, Karnal, Sirsa, Ambala, Kaithal, Kalayat, Ismailabad

iv) Punjab - Firozpur 

v) Maharashtra - Mumbai
vi) Andhra Pradesh - Nalagonda
BJP observed – 

i) The condition of foodgrain is almost similar in most of the FCI godowns. 

ii) The conditions of godowns/foodgrain are horrible.

iii) No proper arrangements, as prescribed by FCI are done for storing the foodgrain in Open/CAP godowns.

iv) It is understood around 180 lakhs tonnes of foodgrain are lying in open.

v) The condition of foodgrain is not only rotten but infected with insects.

vi) Horrible smell

vii) Not only unfit for human-being but animals also won’t eat it.

viii) The rotten foodgrain being mixed with good quality of wheat.

ix) It is understood that the same is being distributed through PDS without doing proper laboratory testing.

x) The food grains found at various ration shops infected with insects and fungus. 

The Commission has assured BJP leaders that the samples and representation of the petitioner will be put before the whole Bench of the Commission.
