Dear Sir,

We would like to draw your attention towards the extraordinary campaign, ad campaign, media campaign undertaken by the Congress candidate, Shri Ashok Chavan from Bhokar Assembly Constituency, Nanded Dist., in the Maharashtra 2009 Vidhan Sabha elections –

1. Full page newspaper advertisement, manipulated commercial news/  

     advertisement in several news papers 

2. Not including the same in the Election Expenses Return

3. Hindu newspapers in its Edition of 30th November 2009 has given several information, etc., on the same

4. Hindu has collected 47 full newspaper pages – many of them in colour

5. We are enclosing herewith 10 such commercial campaign advertisements/news item of Shri Ashok Chavan for your ready reference

6. In his election expenses return submitted to the Returning Officer/District Election Officer, Shri Ashok Chavan has stated that he incurred Rs.7,00,000 in total as election expenses

7. In the Return, it is stated that Rs.5,379 spent on newspaper advertisement and Rs.6,000 on cable television advertisement
8. The cost/price of the paid commercial campaign/advertisement would be more than Rs.2 crores

In the above background, BJP demands –

i)   Explanation should be given by the Returning Officer and the District 

     Election Officer why the above expenses were not included/added by RO and 

     DEO in Shri Ashok Chavan’s exlection expenses account

ii)  What RO and DEO have done till now?
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iii) Whether they have asked for explanation from the candidate, Shri Ashok 

     Chavan

iv)  The Election Commission, on the basis of the papers being submitted by us to 

      yourself and the information stated in the Hindu of 30th November 2009, 

      should issue directives to include all these expenses in Shri Ashok 

      Chavan’s account

v)   As the total expenses will cross Rs.10 lacs (maximum limit for an

      Assembly candidate), Shri Chavan’s election should be declared void 

      and illegal

vi)  Election Commission should issue directive to the Officer and the local Police to 

      initiate criminal action against Shri Ashok Chavan for camaflouging, cheating, 

      misleading the people, voters, Election Commission

vii) Immediate action should be initiated against Shri Ashok Chavan under Sec.77

      of the Representation of People Act, 1951, Sec. 420 of IPC (cheating & 

      fraud), Sec. 171A, 171B, 171E, 171G of IPC (bribery).

Request to do the needful.
