ISSUES REGARDING RELIEF & REHABILITATION OF VICTIMS 
OF 26/11 TERROR ATTACK
Giving below a brief note regarding the various relief and rehabilitation measures available and the status for the victims of 26/11 –
GOVT. OF MAHARASHTRA
Relief Package
· Govt. of Maharashtra announced ex-gratia from Rs.5,000 to Rs.5,00,000 for the victims, i.e. minor injury, grievous injury, dead

· The State Government also announced separate package for Shahid/security personnel.

Status 
· By and large, victims have received State Govt. compensation

· Regarding the package to the security personnel, the State Govt. Revenue/Finance Ministry subsequently came out with a circular debarring the security personnel from the amount due to them under Workmen’s Compensation or any such Act

· The other Ministry, i.e. Railway, GOI -  NSG 
got both (Rs.25 lacs from Maharashtra Govt.) and also amount under Workmen’s Compensation Act, various packages announced by their Departments/Govt. of India
· Couple of victims are undergoing medical treatment/surgeries/follow up surgeries.  No provision for such surgeries/follow up treatment/follow up surgeries.

GOVT. OF INDIA
i)  Prime Minister’s Package

· Victims/beneficiaries are eligible for compensation upto Rs.2 lacs

· Undue delay in disbursement

· E.g. out of 403 eligible proposals (as per the State Govt.), only 118 have received the compensation cheque

· Proposals have to be sent through the State Govt.  The State Govt./Collectorate are very slow in sending the proposal.  Yet 79 proposals are to be sent to PMO by the State Govt.
ii)  GOI Relief & Rehabilitation Package of the Home Ministry    

· Victim/beneficiary gets upto Rs.3 lacs 
· Less than 100 have received cheque/compensation
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· Procedural delay in submission by the State Govt. is one of the major reasons.

iii) Employment 
      Railway Ministry had promised to provide jobs to the families members of 

      the dead and the permanently handicapped victims…..  Out of 164 dead, 

      hardly few dozens have got the job.
iv) Compensation at the Railway Claims Tribunal

All the victims of the CST Station are eligible to get compensation from the insurance company through Railway Claims Tribunal.  The process is very slow.  Relatives/families have yet to receive the compensation through the Tribunal. 
SUGGESTIONS/REQUEST
1. State Govt. may review and reconsider regarding payment of Workmen’s 

     Compensation (upto Rs.13 lacs) deducted from Rs.25 lacs special package.

2. Follow up, pursual with the PMO and Home Ministry of GOI.

3.  Time bound programme be framed with the State Administration to complete 

      the procedure/sending proposal work.

4.  Special arrangement for the follow up surgeries/treatment for the couple of 

     suffering victims.
5. Disposal of the dead bodies of the terrorists lying at the J.J. Morgue.

6.  Grievances of the family members of the Shahid personnel regarding medical

     insurance/treatment, etc.

7.  Monitoring-cum-Guidance Cell be created by the State Govt. to guide and

     help to see that all the eligible get job from the Railway Ministry.

8.  The State Govt. may take up the issue with the Chairman, Railway Claims 

     Tribunal and the General Manager, Central Railway, to streamline, simplify

     and expedite the process at the Railway Claims Tribunal.
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
