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26/11 VICTIM LYING ON BED RELEASES KIRIT SOMAIYA’S BOOK 
Jagan Bokade got severely injured at CST, lying on bed since 26/11.  Was in Bombay Hospital till last month – to be readmitted for further surgeries in a few weeks.  Jagan Bokade released today Dr. Kirit Somaiya’s, ex Member of Parliament, booklet “26/11 - Victims of Terrorism” at his home lying on the bed.  The booklet gives several examples about “After one year victims struggling for treatment, compensation, relief and rehabilitation”.

The victims of 26/11 and 7/11 have faced terrorism from both the fanatic terrorists and terrorism of the system, i.e. red-tapism, struggling for one year and yet waiting for compensation, medical surgeries, promised job.  BJP leader, Dr. Kirit Somaiya has given several examples like Jagan Bokade in this booklet.  The promised fund/compensation from the Prime Minister, Govt. of India Home Ministry, Railway Claims Tribunal are not released even after one year.
The authorities have refused to cooperate or help the victims for successive surgeries and expensive medical treatment.  Jagan has to undergo further surgeries, which may cost Rs.2.5 lacs.  Dr. Somaiya and the Yuvak Pratishthan handed over a cheque of Rs.1 lac to Jagan for the surgery and also promised to take care of whole operation .  Mira Road Mayor, Shri Narendra Mehta, Shri Sanjay Kelkar, MLC, were also present during the booklet release at Jagan’s small resident at Bhayander.
Jagan Bokade:  35 years young man with wife and a six year old son.  Jagan is on bed since 26/11.  Waiting for further operations, compensation & suffering for livelihood.
Bharat Navedia : young man lost his wife Poonam on 26/11 due to bullet injury at CST.  Bharat got bullet on right hand, undergone operations & waiting for further treatment/operations.  He has to take care of 2 kids of 2 and 3 years old.

Bhushan Chandrakant Tandel: lost his father at CST on 26/11 due to bullet injury.  See the Terrorism of system.  After our efforts of the eight months compensation cheque was received.  But was bounced back/returned by the Bank er of Govt. of India.  Approached the authorities again with no luck.

‘Apply Apply but No Reply’ is the position of Bhushan for the promised job by Railway.

Lalji Pande: 54 year old, bullets rendered his right hand handicap.  Operation & Operation and help of only Rs.50,000/- from Govt.  Moving door to door to receive the announced Relief & Rehabilitation package.

Zeenabi Rahamathu: lost her husband Ibrahim due to bullets at CST on 26/11.  Her grandson Ramjan also got two bullets.  One removed, one bullet is still his body.  Waiting for further surgeries.

Ashok Sunnap: 25 year old Ashok got bullets in his liver at Nariman House on 26/11.  Liver got damaged.  Resulted into permanent weakness.  Cannot do job.  Suffering of family and livelihood.
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
