Dr. Somaiya has made a Presentation today afternoon at the BJP Office in front of the activists, media persons.  

Mr. Vijay Mukhi, authority on IT security, had also in a communication stated, “There is nothing like security fool-proof in the IT world”.  “The Election Commission should not get involved in the controversy of EVM malfunctioning and adopt better measures, technology, i.e. EVM with paper trail”.

Dr. Somaiya stated that a high level delegation of BJP-Shiv Sena has requested for an appointment with the Election Commission on the above issue.  BJP wants that all further elections should be with EVM paper back up.  Dr. Somaiya has also drawn attention that all major political parties – BJP, senior Congress leaders, CPM, TDP, ADMK, RJD, LJP, PMK, INLD, MDMK, Trinamool Congress have expressed concern about the malfunctioning of EVM.
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
