26/11 VICTIMS RELIEF – BJP LEADERS/MPs MEET VICE PRESIDENT, MINISTER

On the eve of completion of one year to the terror attack of 26/11 on Mumbai, BJP delegation today met various Government leaders at Delhi.  

Out of 475 victims, not a single3 victim has got all the compensation/relief from the Government.  In spite of so much struggtle, victims are facing harassment and red tapism of the system.  BJP leaders including Dr. Kirit Somaiya - ex Member of Parliament, Shri Sanjay Dhotre – MP, Shri A.T. Patil – MP, Shri Prataprao Sonawane – MP, Shri Haribhau Jawale – MP, Shri Shripad Naik – MP, today met the Vice President – Hon’ble Mohammad Hamid Ansari, Leader of Opposition – Shri L.K. Advani, Minister in the Prime Minister’s Office – Shri Prithviraj Chavan, Railway Board officials and others.  BJP MPs also submitted hundreds of complaints/grievances about the financial compensation, medical treatment of these victims.  The complainants are Police staff, who got injured on 26/11, Home Guards who suffered bullet injuries, Hospital staff of VT, Shahid widows, widows of the dead victims, around 2 dozen victims who need further medical operation/treatment  having bullet in their bodies.
A copy of the Status Report/Affidavit filed by Government of Maharashtra with the Human Rights Commission also enclosed.  The report says that out of 403 applications received, Prime Minister has sent compensation/cheque to 118 victims only.  It may be noted that Dr. Kirit Somaiya has filed a Petition with the National Human Rights Commission.  National Human Rights Commission has issued notices to the PMO, Govt. of India, Govt. of Maharashtra, Railway and has asked them to submit the status report in 4 weeks.
The victims were promised compensation by the Prime Minister, Home Ministry – Govt. of India, Maharashtra Government, Railway.  Hon’ble Vice President and the Minister have assured the delegation to complete the relief and rehabilitation work at the earliest.
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
