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 26/11 – 285 TERROR ATTACK VICTIMS YET TO RECEIVE PRIME MINISTER’S RELIEF

Out of 403 eligible victims of 26/11 terror attack, the Prime Minister has released relief cheque to 118 families only till today.  In the Status Report filed by the Government of Maharashtra with the Human Rights Commission during the hearing of the Petition of Dr. Kirit Somaiya, ex Member of Parliament, on 4th November, the State Government has accepted the inordinate delay to implement the relief and rehabilitation packages to the terror victims.  According to the Affidavit/Status Report, It is horrible that --
· Out of 403 eligible victims, the Prime Minister has issued cheque/help to 118 victims only
· The Relief & Rehabilitation Ministry of Govt. of Maharashtra is yet to send 79 proposals of the victims to the Prime Minister Office
· Another terror victim package of the Union and State Governments, out of 403, not a single victim has received any help till now.  194 victims’ cases are yet to be submitted by the Govt. of Maharashtra to the Government of India

· Under the Prime Minister and Union Governments’ Rehabilitation Package, a victim is eligible to get around Rs.5 lacs.
