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BJP’s Rotten Foodgrain Exhibition at Baramati
Kirit Somaiya to submit rotten food grain samples 

to Human Rights Commission

BJP has taken Rs.58,000 crore foodgrain wastage issue to Baramati, home town of Food Minister, Shri Sharad Pawar.  BJP National Secretary, Dr. Kirit Somaiya today inaugurated the “Criminal Wastage of Rs.58,000 crores food grains” exhibition at Baramati.  He was accompanied by BJP leaders Bala Bhegade – MLA, Namdeo Takawane, Eknath Pawar, Nilesh Tilekar.
2 dozen samples of rotten infected foodgrains collected from various FCI godowns covering 8 states will be submitted to the National Human Rights Commission at Delhi on Wednesday, 15th September, announced Dr. Somaiya.  It may be noted that BJP had already filed a Petition with the Human Rights Commission, for which the Commission had issued notices to the Govt. of India.  Samples collected during the last few weeks from various FCI godowns at Ismailabad, Karnal, Kurukshetra, Shahjanpur, Jaipur, Chittod, Mumbai, Bunny shall be submitted to the Commission as part of the Petition filed by Dr. Somaiya.

BJP charged that, on one side Govt. had allowed wastage of Rs.58,000 crores worth foodgrains, simultaneously infected foodgrains are being mixed and supplied to the poor through PDS and liquor industry.
18 to 24 September will be observed by BJP throughout the country to highlight the mismanagement and manipulation of the Congress Govt. resulting into criminal wastage of Rs.58,000 crores worth foodgrains.  Exhibition of the foodgrains of various FCI godowns and the samples of horrible wheat will be displayed during this week.  BJP workers will visit FCI godowns, demand implementation of the Supreme Court order and distribution of foodgrains to the poor.
Dr. Somaiya has stated that the Govt. should immediately order laboratory testing of 180 lac tons of foodgrains lying in the open.  A status report of 412 such horrible godowns should be made public. 
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
