     Sub: Relief & Rehabilitation of 26/11 victims of Mumbai Terror Attack

     Dear Sir,

     Almost one year is over.  Apathy, lethargy, lack of commitment and coordination 
     resulted in disastrous relief and rehabilitation work – non-fullfilment of the 
     commitment.  
     One year back on 26th November 2008 terror attack of Mumbai held the whole 
     country to ransom and Mumbai was tense for 3 days.

     We are rigorously pursuing the relief and rehabilitation work, constant follow up for 
     fullfilling the promises given, commitment given by the Government of India, 
     Railway Ministry, Maharashtra Government to the victims and their families.

     It is sad that after one year also, Governments/authorities are not able to complete 
     the work.  A small example – Hon’ble Prime Minister on the next day of the event, 
     i.e. 27th November 2008 made announcement about the special relief from the 
     Prime Minister’s Relief Fund of Rs.1 lac and Rs.3 lac to be given to the 
     victims/families.  As per the Status Report submitted by the Maharashtra 
     Government on 4th November 2009, only 118 victims have received relief/cheques 
     from the PMO out of 403 eligible.
     The status of other such packages, compensation is similar.

     We are approaching the National Human Rights Commission for relief –

· To order the Union and Maharashtra Government to complete the work before the end of the first year – 26.11.2009.

· To call for explanation from PMO, Home Ministry regarding the delay and callousness.

· Call for explanation from Government of Maharashtra regarding lethargy and apathy to submit the proposals to the Govt. of India

· To issue directive to do away with the discrimination regarding the relief and rehabilitation work, payment of compensation.

· To issue further directives that the Hon’ble Commission feels appropriate.
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     We would request you to accept the Petition and issue necessary order to provide 
     healing touch to the victims of the terror attack.
