Jyotishi Sharad Pawar has now predicted, “Sugar prices will come down in next 10 days”. Mr Pawar yesterday announced prices of sugar coming down. BJP leader Dr. Kirit Somaiya questioned Mr. Pawar “How & Why the sugar prices started coming down now? Why the prices went up in last three months?” Prices jumped from Rs 30 to Rs 50/kg from October 2009 to January 2010.
