| have had the matter examined. As you are aware that a new halt station
has been sanctioned recently at Nahur between Bhandup & Mulund stations on
Mumbai-Kalyan section. The sanction is, however, subject to provision of land
by the State Government free of cost/at nominal charges.

The estimate for the same is under examination for sanction. However,
the work will start after following the procedural formalities which can be
completed only after the confirmation is received from the Zonal Railway
regarding physical possession of land for the halt station.

As the whole proposal is dependent upon the availability of land, which is
yet to be provided by the State Government, it is not feasible at this stage to
include this work in the Supplementary Demands of Winter Session of the
Parliament.
