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26/11 VICTIMS INCLUDING ‘SHAHEED’ YET TO

RECEIVE PRIME MINISTER’S MUCH PUBLICIZED RELIEF

The State Govt. has informed the Human Rights Commission that most of the 26/11 victims including the ‘Shaheed’  are yet to receive the Prime Minister’s much publicized relief.  During the hearing of the Petition of Dr. Kirit Somaiya, ex Member of Parliament, yesterday,  the Collectorates have submitted the status report on relief and rehabilitation accepting the long delay in releasing the relief cheques to the victims.  The Petition is being hard by the Bench of Chairperson, Chief Justice Kshitij Vyas (Retd.) and Member, Shri Subhash Lalla.

It is shocking that the list of the victims submitted to the Human Rights Commission yet to receive Prime Minister’s cheque/relief include ‘Shaheed’ Hemant Karkare and Tukaram Ombale also.  It may be noted that the Chief Minister of Maharashtra has on 15th August 2009 announced Award to the Shaheed Tukaram Ombale.

Similarly, more than 85% of the victims are yet to receive Govt. of India – Home Ministry’s ‘Central Scheme for Assistance to Victims of Terrorist & Communal Violence’.  The Status Report/figures of just one district is an eye-opener.
